There is a cost for the bracelet of $195 plus tax, which is a cost to the
family. The allocation of bracelets will be based on care requirements after team consultation.
We will be communicating in advance to those families whose loved one is at risk.

With the recent developments and spread of the Swine Flu which originated in Mexico, we
are asking for the following cooperation as precautionary measures:

1. If you have traveled to Mexico in the past two weeks or have been in contact with
someone else who recently visited Mexico, we ask that you refrain from visiting
residents and/or staff of Buchanan Lodge for a minimum of 10 days.

. In accordance with the clinical guidance provided by the Medical Health Officer,
symptoms such as cough and fever may develop within 10 days following your time in
Mexico or contact with others who have been in Mexico.

. Everyone should continue to use “universal” precautions which include frequent hand
washing.
